Shaggy was a 
beautiful, sweet, 
forgiving kitty that 
FCCR humanely 
euthanized on  
August 20, 2008.   

Shaggy was brought 
to FCCR in April 
2007 by a nice woman 
after his previous 
owners abandoned 
him.  He was on his 
own for 6 months 
scrounging for 
food, fighting with 
other cats and being 
abused by people in 
the neighborhood.   

When he came to 
FCCR, he was very 
thin and his long hair 

was matted to his 
skin.  After quite 
awhile, Shaggy 
became more 
trusting to humans.  
However, he tested 
positive for FIV 
(Feline 
Immunodeficiency 
Virus) and developed 
some behavioral and 
medical problems 
during his first 5 
months here.  A 
wonderful 
volunteer, Claudia, 
gave Shaggy a loving 
foster home!  He was 
with her for over a 
year.  She cared for 
him and allowed him 
to become part of   

her family (and was 
pretty spoiled, too!).   

At many other 
shelters, his life 
would have ended 
soon after the test 
came back positive.
